A.1 Additional Results

Table A1 and the subsequent figures provides a number of additional results:

e First, panel (a) replicates the analysis excluding 54 cases with accusations against members

of both networks

e Next, we replicate on panel (b) our main results using the number of cases filed per day

against our sample of politicians.
e Fourth, panel (c) computes or main results controlling for the party in power.
e Panel (d) presents results using a 5-degree polynomial.
e Sixth, we replicate our results using a window of 100 days (panel e).
e We present results separately for primary and general elections (panels e and f).

e Finally, we also present our main results using an alternative list of politicians and public
officials, that we assembled combining different public sources (see the main text for a full

description). These results are presented on panels (h) and (i).
