	0: Accepting Germany’s culpabilization

4.8% (37 units)
	These statements endorse Germany’s memory regime by acknowledging the particular guilt of Nazism. Statements that express outrage or indignation about being compared to Nazis have been given this score. This subcategory includes statements rejecting antisemitism and emphasizing Germany's special relationship with Israel, which tend to be used to defend the AfD's anti-Islamism and opposition to the government's immigration and refugee policies. It also includes statements defending sections of Germany's Basic Law that have generally be seen as a response to the NS dictatorship (e.g. Art. 18 on militant democracy, Art. 21.2 on the banning of political parties).
	· 24.1[Antisemitism in any form is a disgrace, and antisemitism is an attack on our Jewish citizens]. [...] 24.4[We in Germany have a very special responsibility because of our history, and we expressly acknowledge this responsibility. But our special responsibility also includes not closing our eyes to the new quality of anti-Semitic attacks in Western Europe].
· 41.2[I am grateful to you for expressing this for all to see by wearing a scarf as your uniform. However, I find it intolerable that you have uniformed yourself with a scarf that was introduced in the 1930s by an ardent supporter of Hitler as a uniform for Arabs who wanted to separate themselves from the Jews. This is not the floor here to display anti-Semitism].
· 111.1 [Germany's relationship with Israel will always be a special one. My party colleague Andreas Kalbitz, the leader of the AfD parliamentary group in Brandenburg, put it this way yesterday: The Holocaust as a unique crime in German history obliges us to have a special responsibility toward Israel]. [...] 111.3[That, however, would be more credible if the federal government did not simultaneously finance Jew-hatred and hostility toward Israel in the Middle East with millions of German taxpayers' money].
· 230.1[Mr. Ruppert, you have again linked antisemitism with the AfD, but you admitted yourself that the FDP was partly built by Nazis, so it had real Nazis in the party]. 230.2 [Do you know that whoever wants to become a member of the AfD has to make a declaration that he has never supported the DVU, NPD or any party that has anything to do with Nazism or antisemitism, and is otherwise not allowed to join the party, and that whoever makes a false declaration is expelled from the party? We are the only party that certainly has no such organized Nazis].

	
	1: Rejecting Germany’s culpabilization

7.2% (55 units)
	These statements reject Germany’s memory regime of culpabilization. The subcategory includes statements that criticize the current memory regime and demand major revisions to the collective commemoration of World War II and the national identity that followed. This is typically done by a) using words, such as NS vocabulary, that challenge common interpretations of the past (e.g. "capitulation" rather than "liberation", "complex of guilt", "racism club" ["Rassismuskeule"]), b) referring to territories by their name during the NS period, c) rejecting the memory regime for having caused either real or imagined contemporary problems (e.g. demographic change, erosion of national identity), d) criticizing the Allies and emphasizing the suffering caused by their war campaign (e.g. atomic bomb, disenfranchising Germany) while praising Germans' efforts to rebuild the country after World War II, e) blaming actors other than the Nazis for World War II (e.g. Versailles), f) rejecting the notion of European integration as a post-war peace project and the ongoing measures that are part of Germany's militant democracy (e.g. "Kampf gegen Rechts").
	· 35.1[You would also not have had to participate in the biggest German capitulation since 8 and 9 May 1945, namely that of 7 to 9 May 2010 in Brussels, when the special summit of all Greco-Roman, lawless freestyle Euro-rescues took place.]
· 62.5[Let me finish this sentence on the culture of remembrance - We need a dignified remembrance of the terrible atrocities of the Nazis - yes -; but this cannot be synonymous with the cultivation of a guilt complex that renders the country defenseless - [...] - against every insult, every rape and every overrunning].
· 102.1[People rightly feel abandoned by all of you; because instead of listening to their justified complaints - as can be seen here again today - you try to strike down any discussion with the racism club].
· 288.3[We have so many memorials that remind us of the dark times in our history - they too are important - but if we really want to be serious about the "as-well-as" that Mr. Steinmeier spoke about today, if this is not to remain lip service, then we urgently need a bright, a joyful side to the culture of remembrance as well, ladies and gentlemen, to balance things out].

	
	2: Minimizing Nazism

12.8% (98 units)
	These statements do not deny the crimes, evil, and effects of Nazism but trivialize them by:
a) Comparing them to the acts by other authoritarian regimes, b) Comparing them to acts in a non-authoritarian context (e.g. “Nicht wir sind die Nazis. Ihr seid die Nazis wegen…”), c) Emphasizing the relatively short duration of Nazi rule in German history,  d) Considering World War II as just another war in a series of wars, or e) Using terms discredited for their use under Nazism or evoking War time memories to describe non-authoritarian phenomena.
	· 26.1[For the sake of argument, let me formulate an EU research concern, namely the question of whether far less money may have been extracted from Germany after the Treaty of Versailles than after the great Treaty of Rome of 1957]. [...] c[The EU will probably get the Nobel Prize for Economics soon after the Nobel Peace Prize]. 26.2[Both fully deserved, of course, since it shows every day how to cause financial damage on a world-war level without having to fire a shot. Bravo!]
· C[You want to raise awareness of past injustices by judges and public employees. That is laudable]. 93.1[But: On the one hand, you should not only mention National Socialism here, but also its brother in disguise, the international socialism of the GDR; on the other hand, there is an urgent need to raise awareness of injustice currently taking place here].
· 126.1 [With so many Social Democratic previous speakers, I must make a reminiscence. What would the proud dead of the Reichsbanner Schwarz-Rot-Gold, the patriotic Socialists who stood against the National Socialists, say to this Macronist betrayal of German workers' interests and to the fact that German Social Democrats today have nothing better to do than to chase French interests and finance a Europe with German money that is not doing its job? That's the big picture].
· 258.6[Unifying Europe has never been a British goal. It was an objective pursued by the French under Napoleon and, to some extent, unfortunately, by German politics in the 20th century. I know: comparisons are always difficult].

	3a: Criticizing past Communist repression

3.1% (24 units)
	These statements leverage an anti-Communist stance by emphasizing the crimes, injustices, and repression under Communist rule. Unlike subcategory 3b, they focus on the time period of the Communist regime rather than comparing events and circumstances under Communism with contemporary developments.
Decision rule: If a reference to Communist rule occurs within the same unit of coding as a reference to Nazism or Fascism, this unit is coded as 2.
	· 27.3 [We know that. It goes back to 1848. This is already some ancient wisdom. This slogan has always been an expression of a complete lack of understanding of the economic process. That is why, in every socialist country, the impoverishment of the population occurs practically automatically; it is, so to speak, a law of nature]. 27.4 [Ladies and gentlemen, the totalization of such states always follows the impoverishment of the population. You have to restrict freedom of expression, and then you have to introduce authoritarian systems so that people cannot vote a second time. Only then can you maintain socialism].
· 148.2 [Anyone who was in the new federal states in 1990 and took a look around could see what socialist housing policies do. We don't want to see a disaster like that again].
· 246.4[The communist regimes of the last hundred years have without exception been reigns of terror]. [...] 246.6[This is the age-old cliché of anchoring alleged human rights within the social realm. In this way, communist dictatorships have distracted people for a hundred years from their real business: genocide and disenfranchisement].
· 309.2[The last 100 years have taught everyone in their right mind one thing: Socialism is not a solution, socialism is a disaster. Socialism does not mean wealth, but poverty for all].

	
	3b: Lamenting failed transitional justice

	Statements that claim that post-reunification Germany or Europe have insufficiently dealt with Communism’s crimes and injustices or insufficiently broken with its Communist past are assigned this score. a) This also includes statements that use terms or phrases commonly associated with Germany’s Socialist regime between 1949 and 1989, like “real existierender Sozialismus”, to describe contemporary phenomena and actors. b) Statements that compare contemporary developments with the GDR, the Soviet Union or other pre-1989 Communist regimes are also given this score. c) Statements criticising the societal and economic impact of the reunification process are also given this score.  
	· 41.1 [The Left is posing here as a party of peace and pretends to reject everything militaristic. I can tell you: The numerous colleagues in this House who had to experience communist oppression, either in the GDR or, like me, in another country, and even had to flee from it, know that lying and deceiving have always been part of the communists' repertoire, whether their names were Lenin, Stalin, Ulbricht or Honecker. As you can see, the SED successor party continues this tradition in the German Bundestag].
· 104.1[The party that issued a firing order was the SED, which today calls itself Die Linke - Your Party].
· 281.1[It is communists who have established a bloody regime of injustice throughout China for generations, who torture there and imprison people under the worst conditions. But a party, which was co-founded by communist functionaries like Jürgen Trittin, is blind on the extreme left eye]. [...] 281.1[You do have your old Maoist friends in all possible branches of your parties. This is a massive part of the Left and Greens. You trivialize communism in all areas].
· 223.1[I come from the East. I have to give the Merkel government credit for one thing: It is working hard on a unified Germany. It is working hard on a GDR 2.0 extended to West Germany, ladies and gentlemen. Spying on citizens, vilification, discrediting and ostracizing dissenters, making the state media submissive: all this was reality in the GDR, and it is again today].

	12: Rejecting or minimizing Germany's or the West's culpabilization for colonialism

1.8% (14 units)

	These statements reject the idea that the West carries a particular historical guilt and responsibility toward the Global South as a result of its colonial exploitation or trivialize Western colonialism, for example by using the language of colonialism to describe contemporary non-colonial phenomena.
	· 46.4[Not the least for us Europeans, this is good, because what the GPE understands by "transformative education" is nothing other than an indoctrination with postcolonial ideology, and that means the entrenchment of an attitude of superiority and entitlement in the Global South vis-à-vis the West, while a deep guilt complex is to be implanted into the West due to its colonial past. All this as part of a so-called Global Citizenship Education, which, as the name suggests, means nothing else than the dismantling of historically grown nations and preparing the ideological ground for worldwide migration flows. Basically, what you're doing is a form of cultural imperialism, but a paradoxical form in which the imposed ideology works out to the detriment of the imperialists, who put on a humanitarian cloak].
· 133.1 [The Germans are to be softened again for voluntary participation, morally blackmailed. That is why the chancellor is already inventing deep guilt towards Africa, and the Union is writing "resettlement" into the German election program. What kind of state is this that in 2017 alone took in more people than all the other EU states put together, that continues to subsidize those who refuse to be deported, that leaves the border completely open? Obviously a state that is no longer willing to enforce law and order].
· c[The past shows that hardly anything arrives from what we let rain down from above with the watering can. There are many reasons for this: corruption, mismanagement, bloated bureaucratic systems, lack of transparency in the use of funds, etc.]. [...] 195.2[And lastly: Why should tax money be used to finance pointless gender projects and the release of left-green guilt complexes? We also reject this continue-as-is].
· 196.1 [What governmental tasks should Germany actually still assume in the world? What else are we supposed to do? I have just heard that in the future we are even supposed to ensure good governance, in other words to replace entire governments, as they were, if they don't suit you. You are actually outlining a kind of colonial humanitarianism here].

	
	4: Idealizing Germany’s pre-1918 authoritarian past

5.0% (38 units)
	These statements refer positively to Germany’s history preceding Weimar Democracy. 
a. This may include emphasizing symbols or alleged characteristics of Imperial or monarchical Germany such as “order”, “discipline”, “values”, “unity”, “education”, or “statesmanship”. 
b. Alternatively, statements given this score may present pre-1918 Germany as a positive point of reference for contemporary political problems. For example, statements that present Bismarck as a role-model for political wisdom are assigned this score.
c. Statements might also claim a historical continuity between pre-1918 and post-1918 Germany without acknowledging that Germany had not been a democracy before 1918. 
Importantly, the fact that social groups like women, Social Democrats, Catholics, and Jews were the target of repression are not discussed in statements given this score.
	· 8.1[Germany has had the best relations in the region since the times of Wilhelm II, and it is respected by local ethnic groups].
· 14.1 [I may remind you of Otto von Bismarck, who said: "Democracy is what we are all suffering from"].
· 147.1 [This gives me the opportunity to refer a bit to the history of the petition system. It was once again - some will not like this - Prussia, that, with structures based on the rule of law - unthinkable for many of you, I assume; perhaps even appalling - was a pioneer in a democratic development and thus far ahead of its time: abolition of torture, introduction of religious freedom, development and expansion of compulsory education. Then, in 1794, the Prussian Land Law was enacted: Citizens could make their voices heard for the first time. This was preceded by three major steps: King Frederick William I of Prussia, the so-called Soldier King, 1688 to 1740, created compulsory education. Then it continued under Frederick the Great, 1712 to 1786, who ultimately helped promote this Prussian Land Law and almost brought it to a conclusion. In this context it is quite interesting: Not far from here, in Potsdam, Humboldtstraße, stands the so-called petition lime tree. Under Frederick the Great, citizens could post their petitions there. Once a week, he had them picked up or picked them up himself, and he then more or less answered these petitions. That was unique, ladies and gentlemen; that was Prussia, that was Germany, and we should also see Prussia from this side. Then his nephew, Frederick William II, came along and completed Section 156 (2) (20) in the Prussian Land Law and with it the citizens' right to be heard Ladies and gentlemen, they no longer had to petition, they had to be heard. You don't like that; you always want that to go in another direction].
· 179.1 [Germany achieved great pioneering achievements in the field of education, especially in the 18th and 19th centuries. The 18th century was not called the pedagogical century for nothing. Education in this period was understood as a process of unfolding and developing all the positive qualities inherent in an individual].

	
	7: Criticizing Germany’s imperial past

0.3% (2 units)

	This subcategory is the flipside of subcategory 4. It criticizes Germany’s pre-1918 authoritarian past, including its colonial rule.
	· 197.2 [However, the governing parties of recent years, above all the SPD, have not only lost sight of their social responsibility toward the citizens of their own country and have, for example, screwed them over with regard to Hartz IV benefits, but they have also ensured that the gap between rich and poor in Germany is once again as wide today as it was a hundred years ago].
· 294.1[I have already told my colleague Hardt to read "The Sleepwalkers" by Christopher Clark; there you have the results of Wilhelmine policies].

	
	13: Statements minimizing Germany’s pre-1918 authoritarian past

3.1% (24 units)

	Closely related to subcategories 4 and 7. These statements downplay the extent of repression and authoritarianism in Germany before 1918 or the human rights abuses under German colonialism, for example, by comparing contemporary political developments in non-authoritarian contexts to Prussian authoritarianism.
	· 63.2[sometimes I say "Empress Merkel," now I say "Chancellor Merkel"]
· 122.1[§ 130 StGB is a tool of struggle against us, just as § 130 was a tool of struggle against social democracy back in the 19th century. You should perhaps know that too].
· 164.1 [The Green Party's proposal breathes do-gooderism combined with typical German megalomania in the tradition of the German Empire: The world shall be healed by the German nature].
· 211.5[Ladies and Gentlemen, after the great seminal catastrophe of the 20th century, 1914, we are experiencing an unprecedented breach of the dam some 100 years later in the fall of 2015: for international immigration and culture struggle].

	
	6: Emphasizing other countries’ “dark sides of history”

1.4% (11 units)
	These statements discuss other countries’ past human rights abuses, typically focusing on the crimes and injustices committed during colonialism and the long-term negative consequences of colonial rule. This subcategory is relevant since highlighting the crimes and human rights abused committed by other countries can serve as a strategy to question Germany’s special guilt as a result of Nazism. Subcategory 6 is thus connected to but substantively distinct from subcategory 2.
Decision rule: Statements that denied any German responsibility and instead criticized other colonial powers were given this score rather than the score of 12 when the statement referred to the period after which Germany had lost its colonies.
	· 10.4 [It is true what Mr. Gauland said. A look into history also proves it, namely the years 1917 onwards. Perhaps you should read that through once. What we have today in terms of conflicts has certainly not emerged from German activities in the last 100 years, but it has emerged from a French and especially a British colonial policy, and today we are clearing up the colonial junk of history. [...] Yes, we also want to get involved with our good contacts with the Arab neighbors, but in the order that first the post-colonial junk of the British and French is cleaned up and above all the responsibility of the United States of America is brought to bear. […]]
· 96.2[We do not want any participation in Syria, in Afghanistan, in regions where, first of all, we did not do the damage and with which, secondly, we also have no historical relationship]. 96.1[Countries like Syria, Iraq, and other Middle Eastern states are, after all, first and foremost dependent on the United States of America; because they started the conflicts with the Iraq war. Currently, the Middle East is in turmoil and instability almost across the board. That is why it is first and foremost up to the Americans and then perhaps the former colonial countries. Because let's face it, ladies and gentlemen, we are currently cleaning up the post-colonial junk of Britain and France]. 96.2[And that is precisely where Germany was not involved in the past].
· 252.1[However, other nations should also be involved. I was already a bit puzzled yesterday in the Cameroon debate when we talked about the colonial powers, France and Great Britain. They took over the colony there after the First World War. The same is true here at the Horn of Africa, in East Africa. Why haven't you ever talked to the Italians, the former colonial power there? After all, they are first and foremost responsible for the consequences of colonial policy in Africa]. 252.2[That applies just as much to the French and the English, who - Mr. Nooke is wrong about that - have exercised a terrible rule in Africa over the last two centuries].

	
	8: Presenting European history as a history of culturally similar but sovereign nations

3.4% (26 units)

	Closely connected to the populist radical right’s Euroscepticism, these statements evoke the past of a Europe of sovereign nations, typically as part of a “lost paradise” narrative, which are nationally distinct but share a common Judeo-Christian heritage.
	· 60.2 [A few weeks ago, we hosted the commemoration of the Élysée Treaty here in this House. It invokes the Europe of fatherlands - a good tradition that my group intends to uphold].
· 210.3[335 years ago, our ancestors put self-assertion into practice. They thus created the historical precondition for the "strong and tolerant constitutional state"]. [...] 210.3[On September 12, 1683, the Battle of Kahlenberg was fought outside Vienna. A Turkish siege army had surrounded the city of Vienna. Supplies were running out, the situation was desperate. A European force - thank God, even 300 years ago there was functioning European cooperation - under the leadership of the Polish King John Sobieski managed to break the siege perimeter and drive the Turkish army into flight. The victorious army was preceded by the banner with the Virgin of Protection. According to the contemporaries of that time, the victory could only be explained by divine assistance. - Yes, that is never a bad thing - The Catholic Church took it as an occasion to celebrate the Feast of the Assumption of the Blessed Virgin Mary on September 12. The importance of this military victory cannot be overestimated at all. Without this victory, 335 years ago to the day, we would not have a liberal and democratic constitutional state in Germany. There would be no Basic Law, and there would not be the unsurpassable sentence: Human dignity is inviolable. This victory represents the turning point in the expansion of Islam into Europe at that time].
· 257.2[Competition and successful economic activity are no longer possible in a joint liability scheme without a blocking minority after Brexit, in which Germany will pay in the end. The regulatory principle of the unity of action and liability is violated and leads to the misallocation of capital, as we see today. And that is why we need a new idea of Europe, a return to individual strengths. "Confederation of states instead of federal state" is the slogan here. [...] Europe must return to the basic principles of subsidiarity and the democratic rights of national parliaments.]

	These statements speak to the history of France as an “hereditary enemy” (Erbfeind) of Germany by referring to past actions by French politicians, either accurate or constructed/invented, with the aim to suggest a traditionally hostile attitude of France toward Germany.

French President Mitterrand, the Macron of the 1990s, saw an opportunity to get paid politically for abandoning his objection to German reunification. 	These statements present the AfD as successors of political views or traditions that are not part of the radical right by citing, paraphrazing, or presenting themselves as successors to non-radical right political figures. This can range from left-wing politicians (e.g. Willy Brandt) to conservatives (e.g. Franz-Josef Strauss), intellectuals, writers, or religious leaders. A speaker might also refer to quotes or acts by leaders like Helmut Kohl, Hans-Dietrich Genscher, and Charles de Gaulle and endorse the positions expressed in these quotes, thereby giving the impression that the AfD follows the political tradition of the person behind that quote. Such references are primarily but not exclusively about public figures on the mainstream right. Yet, notably, AfD speakers also repeatedly referred to the SPD's Ostpolitik under Brandt to justify its foreign policies, esp. regarding Russia.
Decision rule: If a statement endorses the views of a particular political figure, the statement is given this score regardless of the expressed substantive view in that unit of coding. Only statements making reference to statements or actions by specific individuals is given this score. References to collective actors (e.g. "die alte CDU") or ideas (e.g. social market economy) of pre-reunification West Germany that do not also include a reference to a particular individual are coded under 9 below.
	· 10.2[Later, in my journalistic profession, I often enough also accompanied the then Foreign Minister Hans-Dietrich Genscher on trips to the Middle East. Hans-Dietrich Genscher, ladies and gentlemen, was a master of diplomatic skill and conversation. Statements with "a lost paradise" message that include pre-reunification FGR time reference are also given this score. Importantly, referencing and endorsing the positions held by individual actors are coded under 5 rather than here.
