Examples Used in Explaining the Games (Translated from the Local Dialect)

Before each experimental session, participants were given a thorough verbal explanation of the experimental procedure (with examples) and tested to ensure they had a good comprehension of each game. After explaining the procedure, participants were asked whether or not they understood the games. When they confirmed comprehension of the games, three participants were randomly selected and tested for their understanding. The information in the following tables was presented verbally to each participant selected, with some cells missing; the participant was asked to supply the missing information. When it was confirmed that all participants understood the games, they were then allowed to play for real. The games were called “Game A” [the Trust Game], “Game B” [the (Triple) Dictator Game] and “Game C” [the Risk Game]. The terms “Trust Game”, “Dictator Game” and “Risk Game” were never used with participants. Before playing the games, participants were told that any money accruing to them would be paid out seven days later. The following tables were used after explaining each game.
