We analyze the legacy of agrarian inequality on Leftist voting patterns in Portugal. We rely on the

Population census of 1940 to extract the percentage of landless families among the total number

of families employed in agriculture (VIII Recensamento Geral da Populaçao no Continente e

Ilhas Adjacentes em 12 de Dezembro 1940). This is the first Portuguese census that incorporates

occupational data at district level, which we then match to electoral data from the 1983 legislative

elections. In figure O1, we display the relationship between agrarian inequality in 1940 (before

industrialization) and Leftist vote once the country had industrialized (Leftist vote includes both

socialist and communist parties). In the same figure, we display the same relationship exclusively

with the vote cast in favour of the Communist Party, which run in a coalition with the Leftist

Movimento Democrático Português under the name of Aliança do Povo Unido (APU). In both

cases, the geography of electoral support to Leftist parties closely matches the geography of

agrarian inequality.
