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The total flight duration during a 2h session was significantly correlated with the time flown during the 10 first min of each session (Data from David et al. 2014). 
We used a mixed effect model to deal with the temporal autocorrelation between flight duration of the same insect across weekly sessions. The same 38 insects were tested once a week until their death.
