Appendix C: Model Fit

The fit of Model 1 is illustrated in Figure B1. If the model fits the data perfectly, then the true cumulative hazard function conditional on the covariate vector should have an exponential distribution with a hazard rate of one. This can be assessed by first predicting the Cox-Snell residuals, then resetting the data to use the residuals as the time variable and graphing the Nelson-Aalen cumulative hazard function. As the figure shows, the model fit is relatively poorly, especially at higher values of time.

This is not particularly surprising, given that our sample includes all treaty actions by all countries of the Americas toward all inter-American treaties. Since we assume that any independent American country could bind itself to any treaty in the sample at any time, our sample necessarily includes many states that chose not to do so. On average, only about 14 states bind themselves to each inter-American agreement, which means that the failure rate is relatively low (less than 50%). This is reflected in the model fit.
