THEME A – value, knowledge

THEME C – the role of carnivores and their cultural importance

Do you know of any ceremonies or traditions involving wolverines? Are wolverines an important animal in your culture?
Do you use the word wolverine to mean anything other than the animal?
Do you know any story or legend involving or related to wolverines?
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
