Method
Sample

Briefly, twins born between 1886 and 1958 were contacted between March 1998 and January 2003.  Of the 61005 individuals aged 42 or older at the time of contact, 44919 (73.6%) responded. The mean age of this sample was 59.82, and the median was age 57.

Measures
Major depression

Kendler et al. (2006) compared responses from the CIDI-SF to DSM-III criteria for depression, and found that the use of four (out of eight) criteria in the CIDI-SF provided a sensitivity of 0.956, a specificity of 0.954, and a kappa of 0.90.

Interviews were conducted by using the computerized Composite International Diagnostic Interview Short Form (CIDI-SF) adapted from its original design for 12-month prevalence to assess lifetime prevalence.  In the CIDI-SF, criteria A5 (psychomotor agitation/retardation) and C (distress or impairment) are eliminated, and criteria A3 (eliminating loss/gain of appetite) and A4 (eliminating hypersomnia) are simplified. 
Nicotine dependence
The measure of snus-related nicotine dependence used for these analyses are similar to those employed by Boyle and colleagues (1995) and Thomas and colleagues (2006): six of the nine items used in those measures are available for the current study.  In Boyle et al., the item addressing latency to first snus use was most strongly correlated with cotinine level; this item is included in the current study (although we do not have data on cotinine levels or other biochemical correlates in these subjects).  

Results
Descriptive statistics
Among users of both cigarettes and snus, polychoric correlations of nicotine dependence were 0.31 for males (N=2101) and 0.36 for females (N=201).
The majority (70.2% of males and 86.2% of females) of regular snus users were also regular cigarette users.  Only 30.1% of males cigarette smokers also regularly used snus, and only 3.0% of female cigarette smokers also regularly used snus.
