Definition  

GENDER
A dummy taking the value of 1 if the patient is male, and 0 otherwise

DURILL
A continuous variable for the duration of the health condition, because of which seeking or getting treatment (years)
ILLINJ
A dummy taking the value of 1 if the patient had another illness or injury diagnosed by a physician than the one due to which he/she was seeking or getting treatment and 0 otherwise.

PROBLEM
A dummy taking the value of 1 if the patient had health problems that are not picked up by the 15D questionnaire and 0 otherwise

LIFEXP
A continuous variable for the patient’s statistical life expectancy (years)
HIGHEDUC
