Antipsychotic prescription

Below we have represented patterns of antipsychotic prescribing across the two-year follow up period pre- and post-intervention and in the Enhanced EIP sector. Notably, rates of Olanzapine prescription initially range from 53-58% falling to 16-22% by year 2.
