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. aureus Bacteremia Safety Bundle:

1) Document negative follow-up blood cultures

2) Source control (i.e. catheter removal)
3) Echocardiography
4) Use of B-lactam antibiotics for MSSA if not
contraindicated

5) Vancomycin troughs of 15-20 pg/mlL

6) Appropriate treatment duration of 2-6 weeks
