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Supplemental Methods


Latent Profile Analysis Stability and Robustness. To examine the stability of the four-class solution from the LPA we performed an alternative data-driven clustering method. We applied k-means cluster analysis to the full sample (n = 6, 571) using the cluster and factorextra packages in R (Maechler et al., 2019; Kassambara & Mundt, 2017). The optimal number of clusters (k) was determined using the elbow method (Kodinariya & Makwana, 2013) and “gap” statistic using bootstrapping with 500 samples (the suggested default) to evaluate the goodness of clustering (Tibshirani et al., 2001).   
 
KSADS-5 PL Mental Health Diagnoses and CBCL Dimensional Subscales. To evaluate whether the mental health symptomatology-related results replicated at a diagnostic level we re-ran the mixed effect and post-hoc comparison analyses described in the main text using diagnostic data for all KSADS-5 PL modules described in the main text. Again, Bonferroni correction was applied to account for the total number of outcome variables (n = 54, including our main analyses and the KSADS-5 PL Diagnoses and the CBCL subscales described below).
While including a semi-structured clinical interview to capture youth mental health is a strength of the present study, subscales of dimensional parent-reported psychopathology and behavior symptoms also were evaluated in exploratory ancillary analyses. Accordingly, we re-ran the analyses described in the main text including the 8 CBCL subscales released in the ABCD Study Dataset: Aggressive Behavior, Anxious/Depressed, Attention Problems, Delinquent Behavior, Somatic Complaints, Social Problems, Thought Problems, Withdrawn/Depressed. 

Supplemental Results


Latent Profile Analysis Robustness and Validation. Results from the alternative k-means cluster analysis revealed that k = 4 clusters provided substantial fit as evidenced by the bend in the plot comparing total within-cluster sum of squares (wss) to different values of k (elbow method; Supplemental Figure 2) and corresponding “gap” statistic solutions (k = 2–4 all 0.82; Supplemental Figure 3). Results of the alternative data-driven cluster analysis demonstrated a stable best fitting four-class solution. 

KSADS-5 PL Mental Health Diagnoses and CBCL Dimensional Subscales. Results from the supplemental mental health diagnoses analysis (Supplemental Table 5) largely replicated the analysis presented in our main text and demonstrated that membership in the Low Threat profile at T1 was associated with lower ADHD, conduct, DBD, mood, neurodevelopmental, and suicidality diagnoses at T2 relative to one or more of the elevated threat profiles. The Low Threat profile was not significantly different from the elevated threat profiles in alcohol/substance use, anxiety, eating, homicidality, OCD, psychotic, or trauma/stress diagnoses at T2. Conversely, membership in the Elevated Threat profile was associated with increased ADHD, conduct, DBD, and suicidality disorder diagnoses at T2 relative to the Low Threat profile. Furthermore, membership in the Elevated Threat profile was related to even greater Conduct Disorder and suicidality diagnoses relative to the Elevated Family profile and even greater ADHD, conduct, DBD, and suicidality diagnoses relative to the Elevated Neighborhood profile. Membership in the Elevated Family profile at T1 was significantly associated with increased DBD diagnoses at T2 relative to the Elevated Neighborhood profile. Lastly, membership in the Elevated Neighborhood profile at T1 did not show significantly increased mental health diagnoses relative to the Elevated Family or the Elevated Threat profile.


Next, results from the ancillary CBCL subscale analysis (Supplemental Table 5) demonstrated that membership in the Low Threat Profile at T1 was associated with lower Aggressive Behavior, Anxious/Depressed symptoms, Attention Problems, Rule-Breaking Behavior, Social Problems, Somatic Complaints, Thought Problems, and Withdrawn/Depressive symptoms at T2 relative to one or more of the elevated profiles. Conversely, membership in the Elevated Threat profile at T1 was associated with increased Aggressive Behavior, Anxious/Depressive symptoms, Attention Problems, Rule-Breaking Behavior, Social Problems, Somatic Complaints, Thought Problems, and Withdrawn/Depressive symptoms at T2 relative to the Low Threat profile. In addition, membership in the Elevated Threat profile was related to even greater Anxious/Depressive symptoms, Attention Problems, Rule-Breaking Behavior, Social Problems, Somatic Complaints, and Withdrawn/Depressive symptoms at T2 relative to the Elevated Family profile and even greater Aggressive Behavior, Attention Problems, Rule-Breaking Behavior, Social Problems, Somatic Complaints, Thought Problems, and Withdrawn/Depressive symptoms at T2 relative to the Elevated Neighborhood profile. Consistent with the supplemental findings reported above and results in the main text, membership in the Elevated Neighborhood profile did not show significantly increased mental health symptoms relative to the Elevated Family or Elevated Threat profiles.
