Election Data for Santa Catarina in 2002
The attached Excel sheet contains the actual voting data for the 2002 governor elections in the Brazilian state of Santa Catarina, utilized by Kamakura and Mazzon in “Accounting for Voter Heterogeneity Within and Across Districts With a Factor-Analytic Voter Choice Model.”
The spreadsheet contains the total number of abstentions and votes for each candidate in two-round of elections for each of 102 voting districts.  Six candidates competed in the first round.  The winner and runner-up from this first round then competed in a final run-off election. 

The variables contained in the spreadsheet are:

· District – sequential number for the district

· ABST – number of abstentions in the first round of elections

· PPB – number of votes for the most voted candidate (PPB party) in the first round

· PMDB – number of votes for the runner-up (PMDB party) in the first round

· PT – number of votes for the third-placed candidate (PT party) in the first round

· PSB – fourth place
· PPS – etc.

· PSTU –etc.

· ABST2 – number of abstentions in the second stage

· PPB2 – number of votes for the PPB candidate in the second stage

· PMDB2 – number of votes for the PMDB candidate in the second stage

· Education Index – Index of Human Development (Education). Source: UNDP-UN
· Longevity Index – Index of Human Development (life expectancy). Source: UNDP - UN 

· Income Index – Index of Human Development (per capita income). Source: UNDP-UN
· School attendance - % of residents ages 15 and older who attend or finished elementary school
· Literacy rate - % of residents ages 15 and older who can read and write.
· City – name of the city where the district is located
