	Independent Variables   
	Description

	Past discrimination  
	Additive scale of past discrimination of African Americans using two measures: blacks have gotten less than they deserve and blacks have been economically disadvantaged by generations of slavery and past discrimination. This variable ranges from 0 to 8.

	Discrimination against R
	0=none at all  –  4= a great deal of discrimination experienced by R (survey respondent)

	Discrimination against blacks 
	0=none at all  –  4= there exists a great deal of discrimination against blacks

	Political power  
	Additive scale of political power using two measures: belief that public officials don’t care what individuals like me think and belief that I do not have a say in what government does. This variable ranges from 0 to 8.

	Blacks have gotten less than they deserve 
	0=strongly disagree - 4=strongly agree  

	Blacks have been economically disadvantaged by generations of slavery and discrimination 
	Generations of slavery and discrimination prevent blacks for working their way out of the lower class, 0=strongly disagree – 4=strongly agree

	Public officials don’t care what people like me think
	 0=strongly disagree – 4 = strongly agree

	People like me don’t have a say in what government does
	0=strongly disagree – 4 = strongly agree

	Blacks’ political influence
	-1=blacks have too much influence in U.S. politics, 0 = Just about right the amount of influence, 1=too little influence

	Partisan identification
	0=strong Democrat - 6=strong Republican

	Education
	Respondent’s education level ranging from 0 (< High school credential) to 4 (graduate degree)

	Unemployment status 
	1=R is unemployed; 0=other

	Retrospective evaluation of the national economy 
	-1=has gotten worse; 0=stayed the same; 1=has gotten better 

	Latinos are hardworking
	0=Hispanics are very lazy – 6= Hispanics are very hardworking 

	Age 
	In categories: 1 (18-19years) – 12 (75+years)

	Gender
	1=woman, 1=other

	South
	0=other, 1=respondent lives in a Southern state (Alabama, Arkansas, Georgia, Louisiana, Mississippi, North Carolina, South Carolina, Tennessee, Virginia, and West Virginia)
