Great social mobility was observed between childhood and adolescence. As shown in Supplemental Fig. 1, the major mobility of individuals was between D and E classes, which, in turn, ascended mostly to the class C (74.2% of the D class and 76.7% of E class ascended to C class in adolescence). Among adolescents ranked first in class C in childhood, 43.5% upwardly for the B class when in adolescence.
