Given documented sex differences in aspects of cognition and behavior following TBI (Turkstra et al., 2020), we disaggregated our data by sex. We did so in line with strategies offered by (Shansky & Murphy, 2021) to formulate assumptions and develop future hypotheses regarding the effect of sex on experimental outcomes. Because there are no reports of sex differences in moral decision-making and because we had no hypothesis regarding sex differences at the outset, we did not conduct statistical analyses for such a hypothesis here.
