The scenario was designed to simulate an unwitnessed ventricular fibrillation arrest in an adult with the expectation that participants would perform cycles of chest compressions and defibrillation as per the ACLS algorithm until return of spontaneous circulation. After the second defibrillation attempt, the rhythm on the monitor changed to normal sinus, the manikin generated a palpable pulse, and the scenario was terminated. Recording of chest compression data started when the participants were told to approach the patient.
