[bookmark: _GoBack]To estimate the optimal number of trajectories, analyses were conducted specifying two, three, four and five-group models. All solutions met the required criteria, with the 3 group solution slightly preferred. All posterior probabilities met the standards generally used. The BIC was not improved by adding more trajectory groups. Because further analyses were intended to follow the identification of trajectories, the size of each trajectory group was considered. For example the five trajectory solution included a group with very small membership and thus not likely to produce stable estimates when further analysed.
