We are conducting a randomized clinical trial of operative versus non-operative treatment of rotator cuff tears. We will compare pain and function in operative and non-
operative groups at one (1) year follow-up. We will also study how age and rotator cuff tear size (on MRI) impacts of pain and functional outcomes. We hypothesize that patients
undergoing operative treatment will have significantly greater improvement in pain and function compared to those treated non-operatively at 12 month follow-up. We predict
that surgery will be more effective than non-operative treatment in cuff tears of increasing size, and in patients with decreasing age.
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
